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Deadly Planets

About 900 light years from
here is a rocky planet not much
bigger than Earth. It goes around
its star once every hundred days,
a trifle fast, but not too different
from a standard Earth-year. At
least two and possibly three other
planets circle the same star,
forming a complete solar system.

Interested? Don't be. Going
there would be the last thing you
ever do.

The star is a pulsar, PSR
1257+12, the seething-hot core
of a supernova that exploded
millions of years ago. Its planets
are bathed not in gentle, life-
giving sunshine but instead a
blistering torrent of X-rays and
high-energy particles.

"It would be like trying to live
next to Chernobyl," says Charles
Beichman, a scientist at JPL and
director of the Michelson Science
Center at Caltech.

Our own Sun emits small
amounts of pulsar-like X-rays and
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high energy particles, but the

amount of such radiation coming

from a pulsar is "orders of

magnitude more," he says.

Even for a planet orbiting as far out as the
Earth, this radiation could blow away the
planet's atmosphere, and even vaporize sand
right off the planet's surface. will need this kind
of data if they decide to go after the heat-
trapping gas.

Astronomer Alex Wolszczan discovered
planets around PSR 1257412 in the 1990s using
Puerto Rico’s giant Arecibo radio telescope. At
first, no one believed worlds could form around
pulsars—it was too bizarre. Supernovas were
supposed to destroy planets, not create them.
Where did these worlds come from?

NASA’s Spitzer Space Telescope may have
found the solution. In 2005, a group of
astronomers led by Deepto Chakrabarty of MIT
pointed the infrared telescope toward pulsar 4U
0142+61. Data revealed a disk of gas and dust
surrounding the central star, probably wreckage
from the supernova. It was just the sort of disk
that could coalesce to form planets!

As deadly as pulsar planets are, they might also
be hauntingly beautiful. The vaporized matter
rising from the planets' surfaces could be ionized
by the incoming radiation, creating colorful
auroras across the sky. And though the pulsar
would only appear as a tiny dot in the sky (the
pulsar itself is only 20-40 km across), it would
be enshrouded in a hazy glow of light emitted by
radiation particles as they curve in the pulsar's
strong magnetic field.

Wasted beauty? Maybe. Beichman points out the
positive: "It's an awful place to try and form
planets, but if you can do it there, you can do it
anywhere."

There were some really good nights for viewing
earlier this month. So good in fact, the imagers
in the Observatory SIG stayed home and I found
myself alone. Had some great phone discussions
and emails from core members. Still learning the
mount, took photos of dents in the dome, took
test photos through the C-14 and Meade. Clear
cold conditions with great viewing. Saturn
looked wonderful like visiting an old friend. I
soaked up the experience of being in the old
observatory again. Tested a cats perch prototype
chair that I picked up from the FAAC swap meet.
Other news: The Executive committee was given
a draft of rules regarding the observatory,
drafted by George Korody. George created a
visitors log. We’ll create a technical log soon.
Likely both paper and scanned.

I visited the LP museum, but haven’t moved of
the old 12 “ scope out yet.

Started a blog - entries decreased as viewing
conditions improved. The mount was too
perfectly balanced (RA) for astrophotography.
One balance workaround is simply having a
heavy 2 inch eyepiece in the visual scope while
camera is attached to the other one.

Took few stills in the Meade as well - fairly good
results. More coma in the Meade photos and
less in the C14 than I expected. I almost looked
for the C-14's missing HD sticker.

Recently I've been running into movies
that have a reference to Astronomy.
When I started watching this movie I
knew I was in for a real treat.

“The Heavenly Body” obviously isn't a
modern movie and recently has been
made available on DVD through the
Warner Archive collection.

Perhaps someday this will be on Turner’s
cable network.

“The Heavenly Body” is about a fictitious
astronomer William Whitney, (played by
William Powell) who's married to his wife
Vicky (played by Hedy Lamarr). His wife
is his local heavenly body on earth. Being
a dedicated astronomer, his mind is on his
work most of the time.

When Vicky starts following the advice of a
local astrologer, the couple’s lives are turned
upside down. It's a romantic comedy
involving the conflict between lunacy and
logic with nice situational gags.

The telescopes totally fit into the script and
actually serve to move the story forward.
“George Washington Observatory” is
fictional but that large telescope looked real.

It’s big yolk reminded me so much of “The
Hale” telescope, I wondered if it could be an
early use of the partially built Hale. I
decided to call Palomar and find out.

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Review Of StarMap Pro

A few members in the club have StarMap
Pro on their iPhone or iPod Touch.
StarMap Pro is a higher end charting
program that runs on the Apple iPhone
family of products. It performs best on
the Iphone 3GS which has a digital
compass and GPS in it. StarMap Pro has
2.5 million objects in it.

This review only covers a few of
hundreds of features. StarMap uses the
GPS and digital compass features on the
3GS to update the chart and match
where the iPhone is pointing.
look up objects and easily zoom in and
out of a chart with touch screen control.

You can

When it's zoomed out to the widest chart
setting the GPS may control and update
the map automatically. You can easily
change the dates and time and it will
give you an accurate chart with all the
objects in the correct locations.

Sample photos

One night (2-19-2009) I went outside
and mounted my Canon EOS tli on a
tripod aiming it toward Orion. I took a
3200 ISO Aperture Priority shot holding
my iphone in the frame with StarMap Pro
providing a chart. The iphone was aimed
at the same area of the sky. I didn't
spend time taking many exposures to
create a perfect composite photo. I just
re-aimed the iphone at the sky, and took
a screen shot (displayed in the inset
image). This shows a typical chart that
lines up nicely with the night sky in real
time.

My phone is like a portable

Planetarium.

A Controller without wires

StarMap Pro can link to Equinox 6, a
Macintosh based program through a
wireless wifi link.  Charts between both
programs can be in synchronized. When
you move the StarMap chart, Equinox 6's
chart will move in sync showing the

same basic display.
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If you have Equinox 6 hooked l‘jp to a goto mount,
(using a RS232 cable) StarMap can c“o‘ntrol both Equinox
6 and the telescope. Imagine tapping“\‘on a one of 2.5
million objects and have your telescope g(‘J‘t‘o that object.

It can function as a button controller to control the
telescope as well via Equinox links, controlling slew and
tracking controls from a familiar layout.

You can also define all your telescopes inside StarMap
Pro and have it show you the field of view and for
different FOV/focal

These are some of the features. Of course you can just
turn on the map anytime of the day and have our own
personal planetarium. It's a bargain. It would be nice to
see it on an Apple iPad. The iPad will not have as
accurate GPS (but a digital compass) and uses WIFI or
3G triangulation. Starmap is more accurate on the
iPhone 3g than ipod Touch.

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PST first light report

Editors Note: The Astronomy Sig meeting was
held at Rider’s in Ypsilanti Michigan this month.

Brian Kutscher one of the newer FAAC club
members, picked up a new solar scope right
after the Astro SIG meeting. He sent this
update along with a 3 photos, 2 included here:

Hi Gregory,

The Sun hasn't been visible through the clouds
since | bought the Coronado PST on Thursday
evening, so this afternoon's "break" in the
weather was the first time | had a chance to see
what it would do.

It cleared up a little this afternoon (March 15,
2010), when | had some time to go outside with
the Coronado PST on a rickety tripod and my
little Canon Elph digital camera. | just wanted
to see what kind of a view it would give under
the partly cloudy conditions that prevailed when

| stepped outside with it

After a few minutes, the skies cleared a little
more, and | took a few photos - lens to eyepiece
(afocal) exposure, so they aren't too clear. | set
the camera to "ASA" 80 to desensitize the
sensor a bhit. Otherwise, the image bloomed
out. Besides, | was trying to hold the telescope
steady and keep the Sun in the view while using
some zoom on the camera to enlarge the image
- and darken it a bit. | was really surprised how
bright the Sun's disk is through the PST when
the clouds completely dissipated and left the
Sun alone in the sky. | wonder if | should put a
#25 filter or a Neutral Density filter in front of
the front element of the 'scope.... Just some
musings for now. ['ll try this sometime when |
have it on a firmer support.

Photo 1276 shows the Sun just about as | saw it
visually. The brighter "flare" area and a sunspot

at its upper left corner, as well as the short
filament to its lower left were easily visible. The

other spots manifested themselves also after
viewing for a few minutes. It was harder to see

them, however. The photos were sharpened in
Photoshop to bring out the details in all of these
photos.

The real surprise on all of these photos is the
prominences near the "4 o0"clock" and "6 o'clock”

positions around the solar disc. A smaller one
might be at the "3 o'clock” position as well.
None of these were apparent when viewed with
the eyepiece that came with the Coronado PST.

| didn't take an additional eyepiece . . . but |
will tomorrow, with which | hope to see more
detail.

1275 shows the prominences better.

1 2 7 4 emphasizes the
surface granularity. | couldn't see nearly this
kind of clarity of the spicules through the
eyepiece, but sharpening of the image in
Photoshop brings out the surface irregularities.
The central part of the solar disc appears
overexposed, but this is to be expected with so
much processing of this kind. The prominences
show up nicely also.
